Hi Bob
Hope you are well....back from the trips to New England, back here and then off to London.....great things going on there in the SERIOUS recording and live sound industry that has discovered the PR 20, 30 and 40. 
 

The reason I like the PR 780 is that is has  less low end response, rolling off at 50 Hz....so many of these guys do not understand the parametric as you do and of course a lot have problems making the PR 30 or PR 40 articulate.   When I was given the commission to do the PR 780,  it was known that this was NOT going to be used in a recording, live sound, etc. situation.  It was nailed to table for SSB.   3K wide, so we set the mid range rise and bottom end roll off for the best articulation with a minimum of EQ. 
 

No question that the inch and a half diameter of the PR 30 diaphragm is just so darned smooth.  When properly equalized into the 3 or 4K transmitter, it is terrific.   
 

IF - IF  you are looking for the extended low frequency 'bomb', then there is no question - the PR 40.  It is ripping everything out of their shock mounts around the globe for serious ass recording of bass/kick drum, large toms, high SPL horns and yet it has over 1,000 RE 20 (that we KNOW of) replaced in commercial broadcast.  We have to keep in mind that this is the ONLY dynamic that will get down to 28 Hz. Bob and so many are using into a 3K wide SSB transmitter.  Care has to be taken to EQ that or overload is quite evident. 
 

Hope this helps you.   I trust you have things all up and running well.  I hear from fellows that have heard you and they certainly have great things to say about your set up.   That's great !
